Ideal garden soil is easy to dig in and drains well while still
holding the nutrients and water vital to plant growth. To
prepare a bed for in-ground planting, spade or till the soil
to a depth of roughly 12-18 inches. Next, spread a 2-4 inch
layer of organic matter such as compost, shredded leaves
or peat moss over the soil and mix well.

OUT OF THE BOX

Your plant has been shipped to you in bare root form.
Please remove the plant from the packaging right away
and plant it as soon as possible following the planting
instructions below. If it is not possible to plant it right
away, follow these important steps.

1. Place the plant in a cool, dark place such as a refrigerator,

unheated garage or basement.

2. Keep the roots moist by using a spray bottle to mist
them.

Note: The roots of your bare root plant are coated with
Terra-Sorb® Hydrogel to protect them from drying out
during handling and transport. It is suitable for planting
and should be left on the roots. Simply plant your tree
according to the instructions included in this guide.

! plants to promote moisture retention, maintain even
' soil temperatures and discourage weed growth.
 Replenish the mulch as needed.

= | and pull weeds, including the roots, as soon as you
' see them.

Feed your tree once every 2-3 weeks during the
growing season with a water-soluble fertilizer
isuch as Cottage Farms' Carefree Bud-N-Flower
Booster (SKU #M7582). Discontinue feeding after
iSeptember 1st so your plant can harden off for
winter dormancy. Resume fertilizing when new
growth appears in spring.

! Lilac trees may be pruned for size and shape, and to
remove any dead or damaged growth in midsummer
when the blooms begin to fade. To avoid removing
developing flower buds, do not prune lilac trees in
- spring or fall. To ensure your tree keeps its form,
remove any growth that appears on the trunk below
the main branches and any growth coming up from
| the root system.

CONTINUING CARE (Continued)

Adequate and consistent watering is essential during
your plant's first year in the garden. Infrequent, long
soakings of water that thoroughly saturate the soil
are more effective than frequent, light applications of
 water.

Due to variable geographical and environmental
 conditions, a specific watering schedule is difficult to
define. However, as a rule of thumb, you should not
 allow the soil or the original root ball to completely
dry out. During the first summer, you may need to
water as often as every few days in periods of

WATERING

- drought and extreme summer heat. To determine if
your plant needs water, dig a few inches into the soil
next to the plant. If the soil is dry 2-3 inches below the
' surface, it is time to water.

Overwatering can be as damaging as under watering.
Be sure that the area surrounding your plant has
- adequate drainage to move water away from the
 plant. If you choose to plant in a container, always
iselect one with drainage holes to prevent your
plant's roots from sitting in water.

{ Watering thoroughly in late fall will greatly enhance
iyour plant's cold tolerance once the ground has
frozen.

Lilac trees are incredibly hardy, but will benefit from
mulching in very cold areas. The time to winterize
%your tree is in late fall. Keep in mind that the root
%system is the most vulnerable to cold damage.
il\/lulch heavily by mounding a 6-8 inch layer of
ishredded bark, compost, leaves, straw or other
- organic material around the base of the tree to
 prevent winter damage.

WINTERIZING

In very cold areas, containerized plants can be
' brought into an unheated, protected area such as a
garage or cellar before temperatures drop below
freezing. Check soil moisture every 2-3 weeks and
water as needed during winter.

In spring, remove mulch from in-ground plantings.
iContainerized plants should be moved back out
into the garden sunlight where they will begin to
J repeat their yearly garden performance.
